Youth and Parent Information Sheet

1. The week will officially begin with a worship service at the Greenville Alliance Church, 63 Conneaut Lake Road, Greenville, PA. at 7:00pm on Sunday, June 21, 2020. The week officially ends on Saturday, June 27 at 11:00am.

2. Prior to the service, youth need to bring their luggage and check in at the designated dorm at Thiel College [look for the HWHW signs along Rt 18] between 5:00pm and 6:45pm on Sunday, June 21, 2020. Look for the signs. Students will be housed at Hodge Hall.
3. Following the kick-off service, there will be a mandatory meeting for the parents and youth to discuss guidelines, schedules and expectations for the week.

4. Parents:  Participating youth are NOT permitted to leave or be picked up except for an emergency.  In the event of an emergency, please contact one of the leaders listed below.
